From the Editor

Alien invasion — News from the Frontline!

Strange as it might seem, a fairly large species of mammal appears to have
succeeded in a covert invasion of much of the North East. Unlike the other
recent invader, the grey squirrel, whose incursion into almost every new wood
has been catalogued, this one’s spread has almost entirely gone undetected
by naturalists. The animal in question is the Muntjac, a Chinese deer species
that was introduced into Britain in Woburn around the beginning of the
twentieth century and which has since spread throughout much of the south
and midlands of England.

The Muntjac is a very small species of deer, much smaller than the native
Roe Deer. It is secretive in nature and favours dense woodland, so its covert
spread is perhaps not that surprising. Norma Chapman, who is a national
expert on the species, points out that their inconspicuousness can lead to
them being established in an area before people are aware of their presence.
(Chapman, 1991)

While it is very common in the south of England, perhaps the commonest
deer species there now, the frontline of its push northward has always been a
bit hazy, confused no doubt by surreptitious releases. In the classic work on
introduced animals in Britain, “The Naturalised Animals of the British Isles”,
published in 1977, the Muntjac’s distribution is shown as being south east of a
line that ran roughly from Bristol to just north of the Wash, although it is noted
that the odd animal had turned up as far north as Birmingham, Derbyshire and
the beach at Flamborough! (Lever 1977)

More recently it has spread into Yorkshire. lan Rotherham of the Sheffield
Hallam University told me in 2001 that Muntjac were just spreading into the
Sheffield area. He also noted that this was at the same time as Roe Deer
were starting to recolonise that area following their extinction from much of
England in the 1600s. The Yorkshire Mammal Group has recently published
a preliminary atlas of mammal distribution in North Yorkshire, which
incorporated records from the British Deer Society. (Oxford et al, 2007). The
most northerly of the British Deer Society’s records for Muntjac were from two
10km squares in Ryedale and the Ripon area, although these records were
themselves isolated from the other 10km squares further south in Yorkshire
where the species had been recorded.

By contrast the Mammal Society’s recently published Handbook, 4™ edition,
shows Muntjac as having a scattered but regular occurrence east of the
Pennines as far north as York. The map is then blank until an area signified
as denoting rare occurrences, vagrants or beyond normal range is indicated in
the eastern half of the North East region running roughly from Sedgefield to
Alnwick. It is unclear where the records came from to frame this pale, North
East splodge on the map although | passed the author, Norma Chapman,



some of the earlier sightings listed below, which would at least account for the
more southerly part of this area.

This article attempts to summarise the records that have come to light so far
through Northumbria Mammal Group’s enquiries and records passed to the
three Wildlife Trust's in the north east. It also incorporates a number of
additional records kindly passed on by lan Smales of the British Deer Society.

Muntjac were first discovered in the north east in the late 1990s when Rick
Ramsey of the British Deer Society was engaged to cull a deer that posed a
potential hazard on the runways at what was then Teeside Airport. To his
amazement, Rick discovered that the deer that he was stalking was a
Muntjac.

Around that time there were also rumours of Muntjac around the Sedgefield
area and Castle Eden Dene but there were no further definite reports until
March 2001 when a dead Muntjac was reported on the A177 road verge just
north of Stockton. | went out and took pictures of the body, which proved to
be an adult female Muntjac. It had been killed about 100m north of where the
Stockton-Bishop Auckland railway line went under the A177, a notorious
animal road kill blackspot, and may have been commuting along the railway
line which is quite well wooded in that area.

Also in 2001 there were two independent records of Muntjac in the Wingate
area. John Dean writing in Northern Echo mentioned a report by a farmer,
who was also a local hunt member, who said that Muntjac were regularly seen
when out riding near Wingate and that he sometimes saw them mingling with
the sheep in his fields. Noel Sharpe, who was at the time doing some
ecological surveys near Trimdon Grange, was talking to one of the locals who
seemed quite knowledgeable about wildlife and who claimed that Muntjac
were seen on the old railway line next to the Durham Wildlife Trust reserve.

More recently | was told that a couple of local farmers saw a group of six
Muntjac at Embleton on the western boundary of Hartlepool about 5 or 6
years ago while they were watching the hunt go past. Embleton is midway
between the road kill on the A177 and Wingate, and the intervening territory
includes some of the most extensive parcels of woodland in Durham. Recent
reports would seem to confirm that Muntjac are established in this south-east
Durham area. Carl Watts saw two Muntjac road Kkills on the A689 east of
Sedgefield, one in late March and one in early April 2008. The road kills were
within about a mile of each other and also within about a mile of Embleton;
either these were the world’s unluckiest Muntjac or there is a healthy
population of them there. A birder, who claimed to have seen a group of three
Muntjac in the Embleton area in April 2008, provided further confirmation of
the latter option.

Unless Muntjac are being illegally released their spread in to Durham would
likely be from the south from what was historically Yorkshire. As sightings are
coming in it is becoming apparent that this is quite possibly the case. A
Muntjac was seen in a wood just south of Yarm in November 2006 and the



gamekeepers in that area have apparently been seeing them there for several
years prior to that. Kenny Crooks of Tees Valley Wildlife Trust twice saw
Muntjac within a week or so in August 2007, in woodland between Nunthorpe
and Guisborough and pointed out that farmers have been reporting Muntjac in
the Great Ayton/Stokesley area for around a year prior to his sightings.

Just north of the River Tees Muntjac are known to be established just to the
north of Darlington and are regularly seen on a farm there. There have been
three reports of Muntjac along the eastern perimeter of Darlington in the past
five years. Although none of these latter reports were confirmed, presence of
Muntjac in this area is not unexpected, given that they were within 5km of
Teeside Airport where the species was definitely present around ten years
ago.

While Muntjac populations in south east Durham or north east Yorkshire were
at least suspected in recent years what has caused considerable surprise
lately is the extent to which they have spread further north. In 2007, a
colleague of mine saw a live Muntjac on the A1M road verge near the
Washington Service Station. This was some 30km north west of any previous
records that Northumbria Mammal Group was aware of although it has
subsequently transpired that a gamekeeper claimed to have shot a Muntjac
on the nearby Lambton estate. Very recently lan Smales has been reliably
informed of their presence around Wardles Bridge on the western side of
Chester le Street.

The Washington Service Station sighting prompted Durham Wildlife Trust to
run a press article asking the public for any records of Muntjac. A total of
seven responses were received but unfortunately most of these weren'’t clear-
cut identifications. Curiously though the most definite sighting, in which the
reporter was adamant the animal was a Muntjac, was just outside the
northern entrance to the Tyne Tunnel. The River Tyne at this point is about
1km wide so a Muntjac in this area must have come from either the north or
west, a huge distance from other Muntjac records in either direction. A more
likely explanation for the presence of the Muntjac near the mouth of the Tyne
came from two reliable records that Northumberland Wildlife Trust received
from Plessey Woods just north of Cramlington in 2008; still 15km away as the
crow flies and considerably more as the Muntjac might wander, but at least
still in North Tyneside.

Some way further west, Muntjac have been persistently and reliably been
reported in the region of Newcastle Airport at Ponteland. Even further west
between Hexham and Corbridge, Northumberland Wildlife Trust is aware of a
Muntjac road casualty in 2007 and there is an unconfirmed report of Muntjac
on Stocksfield Common near Prudhoe. About mid way between the above
records and Washington, Muntjac have been sighted over several years on
the Gibside estate. In particular, Giselle Eagle and her partner Phil, both
countryside wardens, have seen Muntjac in the area of Snipes Dene on two
occasions in the past two years. On one of these occasions the Muntjac
crossed from one patch of dense woodland to another right in front of the
landrover. There is also a single record of Muntjac from the adjacent



Thornley Woodland Park, reported to the countryside wardens there by a
member of the public considered to be a reliable naturalist. Interestingly lan
Smales, who was very familiar with the deer populations in the Gibside area
around eight years ago, notes that there was no sign of Muntjac in that area at
that time.

As mentioned earlier the extent of actual Muntjac dispersal could have been
clouded by escapes or deliberate releases. One such involved of a group of 6
animals in the Tow Law area around the turn of the twenty-first century and
has resulted in a population being established there. Two recent sightings in
the Cornsay area, one of which crossed the road in front of lan Smales, are
likely to be the result of dispersal from this population. A report from Shotley
Bridge might also stem from this source although it is perhaps more likely that
Muntjac are established throughout the Derwent Valley upstream from
Gibside.

In trying to establish the distribution of Muntjac throughout the North East one
is left with the problem of verifying records and trying to attach a level of
confidence to the accuracy of each record. This varies from such as the road
kill verified with photos to second-hand reports where the identification skills
of the person who actually saw the animal aren’t known. In cases of second-
hand sightings the examples listed above are those were the person making
the sighting is thought to have known the difference between Muntjac and
Roe and had a clear enough observation. Most of the reports submitted to
Durham Wildlife Trust as a result of their appeal to the public for information
have been excluded from this article on that basis, though for completeness
and in case anyone wants to investigate further, the ones not previously
mentioned were from Hadrian’s Wall; Hamsterley Forest; Morden/Ferryhill and
Hawthorn Dene near Seaham.

As this article is trying to establish a benchmark of what we know about
Muntjac distribution in the north east it is also useful to record some notable
gaps in their distribution. Tom Dearnley, ecologist with the Forestry
Commission, reports that there are no confirmed reports of Muntjac in any of
the Forestry Commission’s North East Woodlands, although there were
unconfirmed reports from the Stang Forest on the North Yorkshire border. It
is worth noting in this context that the Forestry Commission undertakes a
significant amount of deer management on its holdings. On a smaller scale,
in spite of the growing number of Muntjac records in the Embleton area, there
has been no evidence of the species in the adjacent Wynyard Woodland
Park, one of the most popular country parks in the North East.

All attempts at recording the distribution of animals are of course a partial
truth and in any case are out of date as soon as an animal goes in search of a
new territory. In addition to providing a summary of what is currently known,
the main benefit of articles like this is to prompt other records. There will of
course be individuals or organisations out there that know other parts to this
story; in particular the British Deer Society is expected to publish the results of
its “Great British Deer Survey 2005/6” shortly. Hopefully this article will add to
the stocktaking process.
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Observations from North Gare
Malcolm Birtle

North Gare is a breakwater on the northern entrance of Tees mouth. It was
constructed from waste slag from ironworks on sand dunes. It is adjacent to
the Seaton Common and Dunes National Nature Reserve well known for its’
Botany and Ornithology. This article is intended to point out interesting
species in groups other than birds and plants.

The Gare has changed in many ways over the last fifty years. During the war
the Gare was covered with wartime defences including barbed wire, concrete
tank traps, and pill boxes. There were also a large number of beached boats
on the foreshore. All these objects have now almost totally disappeared. A
golf course has gradually expanded across the dune system and Hippophae
rhamnoides (Sea Buckthorn) has colonised large areas of the dunes. One of

It is not only the existing species that are of interest. Interesting fossils turn
up. The following images are two sides of a specimen. It appears to be an
echinoid. Unfortunately it was found amongst beach debris, completely out of
context so no information on geological age is known.




Terrestrial molluscs typical of sand dunes occur. Monacha cantiana (Kentish
Snail), Helix aspersa (Common Garden Snail), Candidula intersecta (Wrinkled
Snail) and Helicella itala. In the Proceedings of the Cleveland Naturalists’
Field Club 1999 Tony Wardaugh produced a list of Mollusca of the Cleveland
District which included Pupilla muscorum from North Gare.

Monacha cantiana
(Kentish Snail),

North Gare was home to a significant population of Helicella itala (Heath
Snalil), a species in decline in many former strongholds. A review of the status
of this species in Co. Durham was published in the Vasculum Vol. 87 No. 3
2002. In that study the following appeared regarding H. itala at North Gare

“ Hitala is abundant north of the Gare, but in a restricted zone between the
Golf Course and the sand dunes proper. The zone roughly follows the line of
old tank traps towards Seaton Carew. Unfortunately, this is the area that is
being heavily overgrown by Sea Buckthorn. Some management action is
being taken by English Nature to prevent the Buckthorn spreading across the
dune system. Both living and dead specimens were found abundantly here.

In the past H. itala was found on dunes south of the Gare but none have been
found recently.”

Unfortunately, the colony at North Gare has been nearly wiped out.

Since 2002 the golf course has expanded and the coverage of Sea Buckthorn
has increased destroying parts of the dune system containing the colony. The
colony is now a very small fraction of what it was. The micro-habitat it seems
to require is being squeezed and the process of extinction is being played out
at North Gare.

(The Northumbrian dune systems also have extensive golf course
developments. Perhaps that is why the snail cannot be found in that area?)



There seems to be little doubt about why this snail has declined and continues
to decline in north-east England. It requires a microhabitat that is becoming
impossible to find due to agricultural intensification, land reclamation, invasive
and successional vegetation, and leisure developments.

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Notes and Records
Platyarthrus hoffmanseggi (White Wood Louse) at Blast beach

On Sunday, 8th June, The Cleveland Naturalists’ Field Club visited Blast
Beach and Hawthorn Hive. The following is the report from the Proceedings of
the Field Club-

A perfect hot sunny day greeted the party at Nose’s Point. We descended to
Blast Beach where Polymmatus icarus (Common Blue) and Coenonympha
pamphilus (Small Heath) were flying freely, amongst the usual coastal
limestone vegetation including many Dactylorhiza fuchsii (Spotted Orchid),
Blackstonia perfoliata (Yellowwort), Eupatorium cannabinum (Hemp
Agrimony) , Pulicaria dysenterica (Fleabane), Geranium sanguineum (Bloody
Cranesbill), Sanguisorba minor (Salad Burnet) and Plantago maritima. (Sea
Plantain). Fulmars, Linnets and Jackdaws were around the cliffs, and
Cormorant offshore. However, the most important find was Platyarthrus
hoffmanseggi (White Wood Louse) under boulders amongst ants’ nests.
Another significant find was Genista tinctoria (Dyers Greenweed) which was
confined to a few plants at the base of the cliff. However, a few weeks later
hundreds of plants were in flower on the clifftop. It was noticeable that
rockfalls were bringing down interesting vegetation from the clifftop that was
then colonising into the colliery waste on the beach.

The party then returned to the clifftop and proceeded to Hawthorn Hive.
Anthocharis cardamines (OrangeTip) and Lasiommata megera (Wall) flew
past. Coeloglossum viride (Frog Orchid) and Anagallis arvensis (Scarlet
Pimpernel) were noted in passing along the track. At Hawthorn Denemouth
Odezia atrata (Chimney Sweep) and Pararge aegeria (Speckled Wood) were
in flight.

The beaches along the Durham coast are changing rapidly due to the
cessation of mining and dumping of spoil onto the foreshore. Erosion of the
colliery spoil is exposing the cliffs to renewed erosion as the protection of the
spoil is removed. It was therefore thought worthwhile to produce a more
extensive list of finds from Hawthorn Hive for future comparative purposes.
The following were noted in the Hive between the clifftop and the beach
proper.
